PVFF Recognized for Conservation Project by Chuck Dinkel
PVFF President, John Brognard, received a letter from the Mason-Dixon Outdoors Writers Association (M-DOWA) that began as follows:

Congratulations!
Your organization has been recognized with the Joe Penfield Memorial Award
for Grass Roots Conservation Efforts. This award recognizes individuals
and organizations outside of M-DOWA. PVFF was nominated by M-DOWA
member Dan Neuland and PVFF is being recognized for their outstanding
conservation efforts in the Trout in the Classroom Program.

For PVFF members who are not familiar with M-DOWA, the organization was founded in 1957 as a non-profit professional organization dedicated to improving member knowledge of effective communications in all fields of the outdoors media including writing, photography, art, radio and television broadcast, video, and on the internet. While membership is open to anyone who qualifies as a professional outdoor communicator, general membership is from Pennsylvania, New Jersey, West Virginia, Virginia, Maryland and Delaware. M-DOWA promotes outdoor education, the wise use of our natural resources, and holds members to the highest ethical standards of journalism.

Dan Nueland, a member of M-DOWA and PVFF agreed to accept the award at the M-DOWA awards banquet on March 20, 2010.  I requested that he share the following comments with those gathered that evening.

“On behalf of Potomac Valley Fly Fishers I wish to thank the M-DOWA for honoring our club with the Joe Penfield Memorial Award.  PVFF has supported Trout in the Classroom for 4 years. Over that period, the program has grown to include five schools in Frederick County, Maryland, plus many more statewide.  More schools will be added in the future.  

Trout in the Classroom is an  innovative and exciting way for elementary and middle school students to become stewards of the environment through a meaningful and enjoyable combination of hands-on and classroom experience.  It is a science program that links students to their watersheds.   Students learn the importance of our natural resources through the lifecycle of the trout.  Besides creating an understanding and appreciation of the importance of clean water, Trout in the Classroom also exposes children to broader themes.  These include the concepts of ecosystems and watersheds, preservation and enhancement of natural resources, protection of the environment and the value of maintaining healthy populations of sport fisheries as an indicator of environmental quality.  

In receiving this award, I wish to acknowledge the many volunteers of our organization. They have spent countless hours teaching youth stream restoration methods, aquatic entomology, as well as fly-fishing and fly tying basics. 

Trout in the Classroom would not exist without the outstanding support of the teachers and students who “own” this project from the time the trout eggs are delivered until the fry are released to a stream five months later. 

The Federation of Fly Fishers responded to a PVFF grant request with $1000, which the club has used as seed money for new schools entering the program. 

All schools participating in Trout in the Classroom owe a debt of gratitude to Trout Unlimited, which began this groundbreaking program in New York State a number of years ago.  Through their foresight, Trout in the Classroom has expanded to most, if not all of the states, whose members are represented at this awards ceremony tonight.  In particular, the Potomac-Patuxent Chapter of Trout Unlimited in Maryland has provided exceptional support to PVFF as we began this partnership with them four years ago.
