The wash stations will be strategically posted along streams throughout the Frederick and Washington counties. Volunteers will routinely check the stations contain salt solution used to kill the Didymo spores.

Frederick News Post - Some of PVFF’s activities were featured on the Frederick News Post (channel 10). The two minute segment that can be found on the FNP website for June 17th features a number of the Club members stocking Owen’s Creek, cleaning up trash along the stream, installing a Didymo wash station and an interview with club President along a stretch of Big Hunting Creek. 

Outings - If you weren’t on the June 21st outing on the Monocacy River you missed a very enjoyable float. The fishing was good and the picnic that followed was even better.  Karen Baker proposed a new challenge for club members, i.e. anyone who catches a smallmouth bass, a bluegill and a pumpkinseed sunfish has completed a “Monocacy Slam”.
