Improve your Fly Casting Skills with Bob Stouffer!
Want to improve your casting skills?  Having trouble with your roll cast? Would you like to sharpen you fly casting skills?  If so, join us at our June meeting on the 12th. We are lucky to have Robert Stouffer, an FFF certified casting instructor, join us. He will be conducting a casting clinic – rain or shine.  

Bob is a native Marylander, who learned about fly-fishing on the Potomac River and streams around the Clear Spring area. During the 1970’s, Bob lived in Montana and refined his casting techniques on famous rivers like theYellowstone and the Madison. 

Today, he spends much of his time teaching casting techniques to many in the area. He is a Casting Instructor at Shepherd College and he is an instructor at the Antietam Casting Club. He received his Casting Certificate in 2003. You will not want to miss this month’s meeting!

For the clinic, Bob will focus on the following:

(1) Foundation Casting Stroke for beginner to Advanced level

(2) Presentation casts, 

(3) In-the-air mends building on the foundation. 

(4) Plus, he will have many practice suggestions.

Bring your rod and reel. For the clinic, Bob recommends either a 5wt or 6wt rod with WF or DT line with 2X or 3X leader. A 7 ½’ rod would be ideal, but an 8’ or 9’ would be fine.

This will be an informative class for everyone. So, bring your rod and reel and come prepared to learn something new about fly-casting.

Beginning with this issue of the newsletter there will be a month recap of the organization’s financial status.  This was approved at the May Board meeting.
May saw additional expenditures on the Load-a-Rod Program ($351.72) and financially supporting two youths for this summer’s MAC-FFF camp ($60.00).

Over all we remain sound financially with $63.15 in checking and $5,064.80 in savings.


Fishing with Tom Brtalik by Don Fine

This April I had the opportunity to fish with Tom Brtalik on two Pennsylvania streams. Having a winning bid in the PVFF auction for a ½ day guided trip, I decided the opportunity was worth extending the trip for a full day. After meeting Tom in Mechanicsburg, Pa., we drove to Clark’s Creek where we rigged up for several hours of fishing this beautiful mountain stream. Tom, being very familiar with Clark’s Creek as well as a number of other streams in the area, suggested using an attractor dry fly with a nymph dropper to search for feeding trout. But before entering the water, Tom reviewed a multitude of topics with me including reading the water, specialty casting, leader design and construction, and knots to which I attentively listened and asked many questions. Despite over 20 years of fly fishing, our discussions that day were enlightening worth the “cost of admission” had I not even fished. As a result, my casting improved, new knots were learned and I successfully landed several trout. Tom incorporates much in the outing, continuing to educate his clients in features of the local habitat. After having an enjoyable lunch (Tom makes a terrific sandwich-wrap), we moved upstream and fished a large pool where fish were feeding on midges. Two more trout were landed and several missed. 

Still having nearly four hours of daylight, we drove to the Yellow Breeches where Tom confidently told me that we would have much success. Fish were beginning to rise as the early evening hatches began. Stones on the stream bottom were covered with midge larvae, mayfly nymphs, and hundreds of cased caddis pupae. Fish began to rise amidst a myriad of emerging mayfly duns, craneflies, and caddisflies. However, I soon came to realize that the abundance of insect life in a limestone stream, like the Yellow Breeches, increases the technical challenge for the fly fisher an order of magnitude greater than the free stone stream that I fished earlier that day. Many combinations and imitations of the hatching insects were tried. We fished until dark (literally) with Tom never giving up on either me or the fish. While several fish rose to the occasion, no fish were landed.   All in all, the evening on the Yellow Breaches made me a more humble flyfisher.  But later I consoled in the words of Gifford Pinchot, ‘“The catching of fish, said the Sage of Chocoloskee, is but an incident of fishing’, He told the frozen truth. To be out in the open where fish are; to watch them at their great business of living; to see them in the water or out of the water; to fish for them, and even to hook them and have them get away- all this is wonderfully worthwhile…”

Fishing with Tom was an experience of a lifetime. My meager success at bringing fish to net was far outweighed by the streamside, personalized skill improvement that Tom freely imparted. Tom Brtalik is among the best of guides that I have fished with. I look forward to more trips with him in the coming years.
