Here is your Outings update from an altitude of 30,000 feet.  As I write this, I’m on my way to Orlando, FL and Disney World, and a group should be fishing the Devil’s Backbone section of Antietam Creek.  It was cold but clear when we took off.  I wonder how they’re doing on Antietam.  Here is a sample of what is coming up:

March 15th:  Casselman River (Garrett Co., MD). 

March 29th - April 1st:  NY Steelhead Trip - Salmon River (Pulaski, NY).

April 19th:  Gunpowder Falls (Baltimore, MD).

April (TBA):  Deer Creek Shad (Baltimore, MD) –  Date will depend on timing of the run.

May 4th:  Town Creek (Garrett Co., MD).

May (TBA): Float Trip - Date and stream TBA, but stream will be local.

June 7th:  Bill Skilton’s (Boiling Springs, PA)

March and April will be busy months with 2 to 3 trips each.  The DNR puts a lot of fish in the Casselman, including some big ones.  The group had a good time up there last year, and I expect it to be good again this year.  The Salmon River Steelhead trip is shaping up to be a great time.  We have 9 anglers committed to going and have reserved a cabin, with amenities like a kitchen, TV, fireplace, and grill. In April we have a perennial favorite, the Deer Creek Shad trip, as well as a new trip, Gunpowder Falls.  To get people primed for the Gunpowder, the speaker for the April meeting will give a presentation on fishing the Gunpowder. In May we will also have the 2nd annual PVFF float trip.  Last year we took a group down Antietam Creek in 3 canoes and a kayak, and I hope to add to that this year. As you read this issue middle school students are raising hundreds of rainbow trout that they will release in local streams later this spring.  One school’s  (Monocacy Middle School) involvement in the TIC program has “spawned” interest in fly fishing to the point that they have started a student fly fishing club that will meet after school this spring. Club meetings are scheduled to start March 11th. PVFF members have been asked to help with club activities to include fly tying and casting instruction, presentations on entomology, conservation, and fishing etiquette. The students might also have opportunity to help with stream cleanup and restoration projects. If you have an hour to spare on March 11th and 18th and on either of two Tuesdays in April and May, your help in tutoring these students would be greatly appreciated by the students and most certainly rewarding to yourself.
