Garnet Kauffman on Conservation by Chuck Dinkel

Past Outings:

March:  We cancelled The Eastern Shore Pickerel trip due to weather.

June (TBA):  The Potomac River at Sandy Hook Road.  Let’s go chase some Small Mouth Bass!  Details to follow.
