Getting started, Loan-A- Rod Program by Jon Thames 

Keep in mind the club has two 5-weight rod and reel combos available for the summer. These can also be used if you are going on vacation and want to check out one of these "kid friendly" shorter 7 1/2 foot rods for a week or longer...this might be a great way to introduce your young fisher to fly-fishing.

We also have an 8-weight 9 foot that is available to any club member interested in trying a bigger rod.  Those going to the ocean, the Bay, or any of the larger fresh waters locally might consider trying this rod before investing in a rod this size or larger.

Last Cast – by Don Fine
Keep optimism in your “Last Cast” 

I guess all of us have had a few of those days on the water when everything goes right. Everything you do comes together; the fish rise to your favorite pattern fly, and you are rewarded with a successful catch. But more likely, there have been more of those days when it seems that the fish are not interested in any pattern in your fly box or you break off the only fish that took serious interest in your imitation. On those days, if you are a serious fly fisher, you never give up hope. You do not want to be “skunked”. So you say to yourself, I will try one more cast or maybe two. This optimism has paid off for me at least twice; once when Ruby and I were fishing for cutthroat trout on a small lake in Montana. At the end of the afternoon I was fishless in comparison to my spouse. Our guide informed us that we would have to quit in five minutes in order to return to the guest ranch by dinner time. With only minutes to spare, and on my last cast I managed to hook and land a fish nearly as large as Ruby’s, thus avoiding the embarrassment of being skunked that day. A somewhat similar event happened on a recent Canadian fishing trip. My partner and I were casting for large brook trout. We had indicated to others in our camp that we would return to the cabin for late breakfast by 10am. “One last cast (I said), before we head back to camp”.  It was either good karma or optimism, but that cast yielded a beautiful 16 inch brook trout.
