FFF Conservation Updates – by Don Fine, VP Conservation MAC/FFF
Are you aware of what and how the Federation of Fly Fishers (FFF) supports fisheries conservation in the United States? Here are some of the current initiatives supported by funding and contributions made to the FFF.

Conservation Grants – Four grants of $1250 each were awarded to Antietam Fly Anglers, Iron River National Fish Hatchery, Upper Guadalupe River Authority and Friends of the Teton River. 

Adopt a Stream – In accordance with the 2003 Clean Stream Resolution, the Adopt a Stream program provides a way for FFF clubs to watch over their local waters. By adopting a stretch of stream or body of water, clubs foster a sense of ownership amongst their members by holding regular stream clean ups, conducting water quality monitoring or bio-monitoring. The FFF supports this program by paying $100 of the cost of a sign designating a given body of water adopted a sponsoring club. (Antietam Creek and Carroll Creek are examples of streams that have been adopted by Antietam Fly Anglers and Potomac Valley Fly Fishers, respectively).

 Mangrove Initiative – In April 2005, adult and youth volunteers in conjunction with the FFF and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service launched The Mangrove Recovery Initiative, a multi-year project for recovery and restoration of the south Florida mangroves, an area severely hammered by last year’s hurricanes. The mangrove forests, that provide a boundary zone between land and ocean, are home to diverse assemblages of plant and animal life, including ninety percent of game fish and shellfish caught in South Florida. In addition, mangroves provide important water quality benefits and habitat for more than fifteen threatened and endangered species. 

During the launch weekend, groups of volunteers removed hurricane debris from feeder canals and shredded the material to be distributed back into the forest thus preserving the nutrients and biomass essential for recovery.  

Gila Trout Reintroduction – in the 5th year of the project, the coalition of agencies in Sedona, Arizona in conjunction with the FFF are raising funds to support reintroduction of the Gila trout in the West Fork of Oak Creek. Recently, the FFF provided $10,000 to support a Bureau of Reclamation engineering analysis for the project.

Game Fish Statute for Striped Bass – The FFF has joined with Stripers Forever and others to make the striped bass a game fish and thus off limits to commercial fishing. 

The FFF publishes “The Osprey” a scientifically correct quarterly dealing with the management and protection of West Coast anadromous fish species, especially steelhead. 

Conservation Awards (Scholarships) – Todd Anderson of Northern Michigan University   recently received the Robert Marriott Scholarship Award for support of his research on coastal brook trout. 

The Invasive Species Education Campaign focuses on getting all anglers and outdoor recreationists to take proactive actions to avoid spreading invasive species. 

The FFF administers the Whitlock-Vibert fish egg hatching box program, allowing participating clubs, state agencies or qualifying individuals to use these devices in a responsible manner to restore fish to fisheries, including native species to native fisheries. 

These are but a fraction of initiatives sponsored by the FFF. Remember this the next time someone asks, “Why should I become a member of the Federation of Fly Fishers?”

Jim Lowell will demonstrate our fly of the month on June 21, the Clouser Half and Half. Jim will supply the materials and hooks, please bring your tools and thread. I recommend at minimum 3/0. In tying big flies, I prefer flat wax nylon and I have seen skilled tyers do a great job with 6/0.

Fly of the Month
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Clouser Half and Half

The Clouser Half and Half is a combination of two of the most popular fly patterns used to imitate bait fish, Lefty’s Deceiver and the Clouser Deep Minnow. The fly sinks quickly like the Clouser Minnow and gives a larger profile like the Deceiver. The fly like the Clouser turns upside down so the point of the hook rides up. This fly has become a favorite of both saltwater and warm water fly fishers. The fly is useful for stripers, sea trout, bass, pickerel, and Northern Pike just in this area just to name a few species. 
Here is the recipe:

Hook: Standard length stainless steel saltwater sized to match size of fly, e.g., Mustad 34007 or 34011

Eyes: Lead dumbbell eyes sized and colored to match the fly

Tail: Saddle Hackles, color of choice, often white and flashabou

Body: buck tail
Flash: Combination of flashabou, Krystal Flash, or other reflective material of your choice

“I read in the latest issue that someone wondered how Peniel Bridge got its name.  I was born in Frederick in 1925 and I joined the Boy Scouts as soon as I could.  We would spend a week in the mountains and my favorite place was Camp Peniel.  There were a numbers of cabins along Big Hunting Creek (which was MUCH larger and deeper before they put in the dam). There was enough water so that we enjoyed several swimming holes in Big Hunting Creek.  Driving from Thurmont, Camp Peniel was located immediately on the right after you crossed the bridge, which we always referred to as the Peniel Bridge”
