The stripers drive the baitfish to the surface where they dine on these morsels for sometime. The better-organized blitzes may last for hours and can cover acres. This becomes serious fun with both surface and subsurface flies. Often the bigger fish are below the action eating wounded fish while the smaller fish work the school over.

Cycle of Nature by Don Fine

Having just returned from a fantastic week of fishing on the Aniak River in Southwestern Alaska with spouse and friends, I reflected back on the memories of sights, sounds and smells of our trip. Our return trip to these waters heavy with salmon, artic char, rainbow trout, grayling, etc. yielded an even deeper appreciation and understanding of the cycle of nature that has been going on for hundreds of thousands of years in the far northwest.

One of the first observations is that of the myriad of chum salmon and silver salmon swimming up river to a destination literally hundreds of miles from the “ocean home” where they matured into breeding adults, now returning some 3-5 years later to the site of their birth. 

As the week goes by and we travel upriver, one observes the salmon defending their “redds”, attacking artificial flies or natural intruders to protect their eggs and during which time other aquatic species, most notably the char, rainbow and grayling are close at hand to devour any spare eggs that fail to lodge in the streambed gravel. 

Next, one observes the lethargic, dying, and dead salmon, lying on the riverbank or floating downstream – that now provides food for bears, birds of prey and other creatures that travel the riverbank in search of food. Deteriorating carcasses of the once strong and beautiful salmon now litter the riverbanks, but these too provide a niche for insects to lay eggs in the decaying flesh, from which hatch larvae. The larvae, as well as flesh, now traverse the river’s water, providing food for the ever-present fresh water species that gorge themselves with nature’s protein in order to subsist through the frigid winters of Alaska. 

And then, one sees in still pools and eddies the salmon offspring (fry) merely one to two inches in length, from a previous year’s spawning, that will soon (if they survive predation) return to the great ocean to grow in size. These brutes of 10 + pounds will return to their birthplace in the late summer of a future year, bringing in full nature’s cycle.
